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merit in it, was endured by him as a public person,as the
Head and Representativeof his whole chosen hotly, for
which body he sufferedand died exclusively, lie loved the
church, and gave himselffor it. r1lIe rest he nenci’ knew,
and, therefore,certainly never suffered on THEIR account;
so that they can have rio invitation to the enjoymentof sal
vation on isis account. Now, as it is clear, thatChristdid

suflèrfor some, amid not for others, and as the scriptures
call the atonementhe made for some a ransom; arid as
the samepersonsare said. to be bought with a price, and
their debts forgiven by graciouslyproviding them a Surety,
and taking paymentof him in their stead; we may, there
fore, safely conclude, that the demandsof impartial jus
tice were greaterthan if only onesinner had beenordained
to salvation ; and that they must havebeenproportionable
to the numberof criminals appointed to obtain salvation
thereby.

2. It is true, that not one sinner could havebeen saved
had not Jesus laid down his life as a sacrifice; but, it
is also true, that. the expiatorysufferingsof the Redeemer
did not consistmerely iii giving imp the ghost, but chiefly
in what precededthat, for he enduredthe wrath of God,
and paid the dreadful debt rquired, on account of his
chosenpeople,so as to be able to say, before lie expired
arid left his body, It is finished. Hence it appearsthat,
though death must have been unavoidable,if only one
sinner had been redeemedfrom the seconddeathto endless
life; yet, it by no meansfollows that our Lord’s sufferings
musthavebeenequallygreat in dying. As a hint, merely
illustrative, it may be remai’ked that while all men die,
they by no means suffer alike in dying. Our Saviour’s
actualdeath, rather marks the terminationof his suffer-
jugs, than the degreeof them. Yet, if his sorrowswere in
proportion to the numberof personsfor whom he suffered,
as they evidently were,Mr. F. hasacknowledgedindefinite
invitations might be inconsistentfor aught he knew.

3. It is said of the unjust sinner, that lie shall eventually
receiveaccordingto the things done in his body, accord

ing to that lie hath done." But, is there no greatermea-
sureof punishmentjustlydue to a world of sinneis, than
thereis to one? Then what is meant by the greaterdam
nation and the more tolerable condition mentionedby our

Lord ? If thereare not different degreesof puiiisbnient,
how can sonic have a more tolerableconditionthanothem’s?
But, if one lost sinner be to suffer as much as all lost
sinners,as Mr. F.’s mode of reasoningsupposes,then it
must follow that one sinner doesas much dishonourto the
nameof God as all mankind put together It will next
follow that man is not only accountablefor his own fliults,
but for those of mankind. Where do the sacredwritings
hold out such sentimentsfor our reception? Paul says,
The sinner shall receiveaccording to that he hath done in
his body; but, he has never said, that any oneshall suffer
accordingto whatothershavedonein their bodies. There
fore if we supposeany one to standin the place of one lost
sinner, we are not, in so doing, to imagine, that such a
substitutemust,on that account, suffer as much as though
he had representedall lost sinners. The greater the guilt,
the greaterthe punishment: the greater the nurnberf of
sinners,the greater the measureof guilt. It must, there
fore, follow that, "if more sinners had been saved, the
sorrowsof the Saviour must have been proportionably in
creased." But, Mr. F, admitted that if this were the case,
then, for aught he knew, indefinite invitations might be
inconsistentwith particular redemption.

Now, as it is impossiblethat onesinner,in the few years
of his embodiedstateon earth,shouldcommit as much sin
and do as much dishonour to God, as all mankind Put
together,or even as his chosenrace, it is incredible that a
just God can havepunishedChrist in the samedegree,as
thoughall the world had beento be savedby his death : or,
that lie would havesufferedjust the sameas lie did suffer,
hadonly one sinnerbeenordainedto salvation. Yet, this
preposterousidea niust be maintained,or Mr. F.’s system
of indefinite invitations is without foundation in the death
of Christ, by his own concession

Mr. F. "If the measureof his sufferingswere according
to the degreeof their guilt, or if hissorrowsmust havebeen
proportionablyincreased,if those who aresaved had been
moreguilty; it might, for aughtI know, be inconsistent
with indefinite invitations."

Ans. To be guilty, is to be chargeablewith crimes that
expose one to punishment. A man’s being more guilty
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
