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Mr. F. "Where no grace is given, the Arniinian and
Antinomian are united in supposingthat no duty can be
required;which if true, graceis no moregrace." Whether
the system of our author, or the one hereinexpressed,be
more friendly to Arruinianism; I will, at present,leaveto
tile judgmentof intelligent Arrninians themselvesto deter
mine. If DAN TAYLOa had any capacity to judge on
this matter, he certainly may be considered as having
settled that point for us: and,perhaps,thereare not many,
who are acquaintedwith his writings, who would question
his competency. But, did Mr. F. mean, by inti’oducing
tile Apostle’s words,as just mentioned, to insinuate,that
his yea and nay systemwas essential,either to the being,
or to the manifestationof sovereigngrace? if he did, he
egregiouslyerred. For before Adam was originally the
subjectof moral obligation, he had received favour from
his Maker; and lie was radically upright before lie was
actually commandedto obey.’ Yea, the mostexaltedof
tile creaturesmust, while they worship tile eternalGod,
continually exclaim-of thineown havewe offeredunto thee.
It is clearly incorrect to assert, that NO duty is required
becauseit is maintained, that spiritual acts are not com
manded to be performed, by those who are under the
covenantof works. And as Mr. F. himself has contended,
that a man must BE holy, before he can possibly act
hohily; and that faith is the effect of a holy state of heart,
and supposesgrace to have been given, his ammunition
was dischargedat a harmlessdistancefrom those whom he
wished to feel it! the systemwhich he opposed,is hence
found to be more consistent,than that which he espoused.

0. If holiness tend to separatea peoplefrom the world
for the serviceand glory of God, then that systemwhich
promotesthat separation,musthavethe sametendency,and
may be entitled to the preference. But, tile systemherein
defendedpromotesa separation from the world of carnal
professors. It is reasonableto expect it should; for the
blaze of divine sovereignty is confounding to the gospel
k’harisee. That God shouldgive his graceand withhold it
as he pleasesfrom the children of’ men-that he should
havedeterminedwho shall be saved-that many are as
certainly lost under the claims of’ justice as others are
certainly savedunder the authority of’ grace-thatman is

as helplessas he is guilty-that faith and repentanceare
effectsandevidencesof a saving interest in Christ,and not

causesof interest-thatbeing full of’ zeal for public schemes
for the conversionof others,is no certain proof that such
zealots are yet converted themselves-andthat except a

man have, and be led by, the Spirit of’ Christ he is none
of his-suchprinciples will never be pi’eferred but by the

true disciplesof Immanuel. The world of professors in

general,will not clap their unsanctifiedhanls,on hearing

them statedand commended.
It is contended,by our generalizingmen,that all sinners

ought to believe; but, do they themselvesbelieve? Can we

easily karn from their glowing speeches,that they are

determinedto know nothing among sinnersbut JesusChrist,

and him crucified? Do they seemdeterminedto avoid the

use of enticing wordsof man’s wisdom? Is their speech in
demonstrationof the Spirit and ofpower? The doctrines

of our sovereign Lord and Saviour, it is to be feared,are

not distinctly, connectedly,and unreservedlyexhibited.

Yet, they contain those expressionsof divine justice and

grace, whereby the Holy Spirit is engaged,to humble,

to sanctify, and to save,all whom the EternalFather has

predestinatedto be conformedto the image of’ his Son; and

whom the Son has purchasedwith his own blood. It is

thus the election bath obtained salvation, while the rest

remainedblinded. Mr. F.’s systemoffers to men a possible

separationfrom the world f theyplease; while the system

hereincommended,effectsa separationamongstthe unwill

ing, becauseheplea-ses. The latter systemsil rely is entitled

to tile preference,as being moreexpressiveof the natureof

God’s great salvation, and more answerableto tile real

condition of fallen and guilty men. It is not yea and nay,

but, in Christ is yea, and in him amen,unto the glory of

God by us.
Is it replied that, Mr. F. believed that the electonly ever

would come to Christ, and that the rest would certainly

perish ? I know he hassaid thus much, yet, the tendency

of his systemwas such as to constantlypromotea forget

fulness of these high pointsof sovereignty: and to direct

him to dwell upon desiredeffects,ratherthanupon absolute

causes. Consequently,while he briefly acknowledgedthe

immanentacts of God,he still was naturally led to dwell

upon holinessas a thing that ought to be, by the acts of
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
