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suasion upon inward kuowledge, being led by the Spirit
mto the truth: and though i1t be not a knowing wore than
the word declares; yet it 1s such an inward knowledge
which no man ever could attain by all the declarations of
the word only : 1t 1s a possessing of Christ, an iInward a
propriating of Christ.”  This is the definition which Mr. F.
uudertecok to overturu, but I sce no evidence yet of bis
having succeeded. T\Tothing has yet met our attention that
at all proves, why it is the duty of an unregenerate sinner
to helieve, weth one degree of raith, und not with another,
Mr., F. says, “'Those who are born of God, and have
evidence ot ity it is their duty to examine and believe that
evidence: or believe themselves the subjects of special
grace, and so interested m Christ.”*  Observe, reader, he
here asserts 1t to be the duty of the regenerate maun to be-
lieve his interest in Christ, and iu the preceding quotation
he denies it. He also says, “ Whatever a person is, or
does, 10 respect to spiritual dispositions and exercises, when
he is regenerated, we thiok it is no juore than what he
ought to bave heeu and done, prior to that period, as well
as at the time.” ¥ -

The argument now will stand thus:

Whatever a regenerate person does, an unregenerate per-
son ought to do the same; but a regenerate person believes

that Christ died for him; therefore, an unregenerale person
ought to believe that Christ died for him 1!

Mr. F. has been generally reckoned a maun of strong
tnnd, then may we not fairly conclude, that he would not
have countradicted himself over and over again as he has
done, had not his systemn been so heterogeneous, and irre-
concileable with itself?  The definition remains, and is not
overturned, though opposed by contradictions.

Quot. He hati abundantly promised that ali who be-
lieve in him, love him, and obey him, shall be saved ; and
a persuasion that, if we sustain these characters we shall
be saved, is doubtless an exercise of faith : but whether
we do or not, is not an object of faith, but of cousci-
ousness-”i

Answ. 1. There are no promises of grace and glory out
of Christ. * For all the promises of God in hnu are yea,
and 1y him amen, unto the glory of God by us.”  And as
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
